Our Mathematical Adventure

negative numbers. Following this, we will begin using the four number operations (+,-,x and :) to manipulate these

numbers. In Year 4, we use a Make it, Draw it, Write it, Prove it approach so we can master these concepts!

Our Scientific Adventure

environment. From here we will follow the journey of a chocolate

Our Geographical Adventure

Taking inspiration from the
amazing Amazon, we will create our own prints in the style
of Joan Miro learning how to build layers in our printed

Amazonian landscape.

Our Sporting Adventure

We will be taking inspiration from the Olympics learning
the art of working in a team through basketball and
rugby, as well as building our confidence using the sports
skills. In the hall, we will channel our inner gymnasts,
making shapes with our bodies and travelling in a variety

of ways including performing different styles of jumps.
