Our Mathematical Adventure

In Maths we will then journey into 4 digit numbers, exploring what each of these digits means as well as discovering

negative numbers. Following this, we will begin using the four number operations (+,-,x and :) to manipulate these

numbers. In Year 4, we use a Make it, Draw it, Write it, Prove it approach so we can master these concepts.

Our Scientific Adventure

Our Scientific adventure starts by looking at all of the amazing
life within the Amazon Rainforest. We will become biologists
looking at how to identify and classify different plant and animal
species within the area and how food chains can affect animals
environment. From here, we will then follow the journey of a
chocolate bar through the human body, learning about the

We will be taking inspiration from the Olympics learning
the art of working in a team through basketball and
rugby, as well as building our confidence using the sports
skills.
