Imagine that you have travelled to a 

faraway land, on the hunt for a new 

species. Write a story documenting 

your journey through this far away 

land and the problems you encounter 

trying to find your new discovery. 

Don’t forget your fronted adverbials. 

This term we will be creating 

figure drawings. Link last term 1’s 

learning of Juan Miro with this 

term by creating a figure drawing 

of your favourite book character 

using materials that add depth 

and texture when printing with 

paint.  

Write a set of instructions about how to 

make a chocolate bar. Remember to use 

fronted adverbials, imperative verbs, 

conjunctions and time adverbs. You can 

present this in any way that you would 

like—even as a recipe book. 

  

 

Over the last two terms, we have 

looked in depth at sustainability and 

deforestation in the Amazon 

Rainforest. Create a poster or write 

a speech about your plan to help 

save the rainforest.
